1) Participating country and Region must be a full member of the ISCD.

2) The ratio of competitors to staffs must be 3:1 

If a doctor and a manager are necessary, this ratio may be altered. However, a document outlining the reasons why they are required must be submitted to the organization. The organization approval is mandatory.

7. Deadlines

1) First Entry / First Entry Fee : February 15, 2002

2) Final Entry / Entry Fee : April 30, 2002

8. Entry Fee

1) 840 USD per person

Including 40USD capitation tax per team member, and including accommodation, full boards for 10 nights and 11 days (from July 3, Dinner to July 13, Breakfast)

2) You must pay for the first entry fee that is 20 %($168) of total amount no later than February 15, 2002  

3) You must pay for your own transfer fee when you send money into our bank account. 

9. Classification

1) Classification will be held at the shooting range from July 3-4.

2) All competitors who have not been classified must be classified before the competition.

3) Every nation will receive a list with names and a timetable telling when the competitors will have to come to the classification room.

10. Protest

1) Protests relating to classification must be raised by the start of the competition.

2) The protesting team must pay 100 USD.

3) The protesting team will only have money returned if and when their appeal is passed.

11. Medals

1) When 4 or more team or players compete, gold, silver and bronze medals will be presented to 1st, 2nd and 3rd place respectively.

2) When 3 teams or players compete, gold and silver medals will be presented to 1st place and 2nd place respectively.

12. Others

1) The championships will be conducted under the ISCD Rules and Regulations. If we change/add something, we will inform you as soon as we can.

2) We are preparing the homepage of the organizing committee. Probably this homepage will be run from January 2002.
